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BIG TRUTH: WE ARE SINNERS
Psalm 51:5; 130:3; Ecclesiastes 7:20; Isaiah 53:6; 64:6; Romans 3:10-12; 5:12; Ephesians 2:1-3; 1 John 1:8-10

BIBLE VERSE: ROMANS 3:23
“For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”

BIG IDEAS
•	Sin is disobedience.
•	Sin is rejection.
•	 I have disobeyed and rejected God. 

BIBLE STORY: GENESIS 3
God prepared a home for Adam and Eve. He placed them in the Garden of Eden and gave them everything 
they needed to live. Because of His love for them, He gave them boundaries. They could eat anything in the 
Garden except for one thing. The only thing they could not eat was the fruit from the Tree of Knowledge of 
Good and Evil. God set this boundary to protect Adam and Eve, but Adam and Eve disobeyed God. When they 
ate the fruit, they chose to break away from God’s plan. Their disobedience was sin and their hearts became 
sinful. Every person born after them is born with a sinful heart. We are all disobedient.

STORY: FALL
Everything was perfect in the world until we broke it. When humanity chose to sin, the world that was once 
perfect became messed up and broken. Sin is ultimately a rejection of God Himself. Because of sin bad things 
happen, we experience all types of pain, and death has come into the world. All of creation groans and wishes 
that the world be perfect and good like it was before. 

BIG AIMS

FAMILY DEVOTION: A HEART OF DISOBEDIENCE
We are all born with a heart of disobedience because we are all born with a sin 
nature. Since Adam and Eve first sinned, sin became a part of mankind. Our 
hearts naturally reject God and seek after our own desires. Property of Tri-Cities Baptist Church

Every child should know that:

Every child should feel:
•	Burdened at how sin breaks our families

Every child should want: 
•	Their family to be made new by Christ
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BIBLE VERSE: ROMANS 3:23
“For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”

No One Is Righteous.
•	To be righteous means to be good or moral.
•	No one is really good.
•	Every person has a sin nature passed down to them from Adam and Eve.
•	Because Adam and Eve sinned, every person born after them has a sinful heart.
•	This sin keeps people from being righteous or good.

No One Seeks God.
•	 If people were good, they would naturally want what God wants and easily do what God wants, , but they 

do not.
•	Because of the sin nature we are born with, we seek to do what we want instead of what God says.
•	Every person has a heart that seeks to please himself instead of God.

No One Does Good.
•	No person truly does good without God.
•	Every person has sinned because of his sin nature.
•	Even the things people do that appear good aren’t because they aren’t done to glorify God.
•	All people have sinned and no person is without sin.

BIBLE STORY: GENESIS 3
Adam and Eve Sin    

Opening Illustration:
Give each child a piece of white heart-shaped piece of paper and a marker. Ask the children a series of 
questions about their behavior and ask them to make a mark on their heart for every behavior they have 
done. Use the following behaviors and add to them as needed: 

•	Have you used a wrong tone with your parents ever?
•	Have you thought mean thoughts about someone?
•	Have you always shared your toys or belongings with others?
•	Have you listened to your parents every time they ask you to do something?

Lead the children in a discussion about how we are all sinners. Every single person sins because we are born 
with a sin nature.
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BIG IDEA: SIN IS DISOBEDIENCE.

What is disobedience? (Disobedience is doing what you know not to do 
or not doing what you know to do.)

Sin is not doing what God says.
•	When God placed Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden, He 

gave them instructions for how they were to live.
•	He provided everything that they needed and told them to 

not eat the fruit from one tree.
•	Adam and Eve didn’t do what God said to do.
•	They didn’t follow His Word or listen to what He told them 

was best.
•	Not doing what God says is sin.
•	Adam and Eve sinned when they didn’t listen.

Sin is also knowing the right thing to do and not doing it.1

•	Adam and Eve knew what the right thing to do was.
•	They knew the right way to live was the way God told them to live.
•	They knew the boundaries that God set for them.
•	They knew they weren’t supposed to eat the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil.
•	When Satan lied to them, they believed his lie and chose to do the wrong thing.
•	Sin is choosing to do what we know is wrong and choosing not to do what we know is right.

Adam’s disobedience caused all people to have a sin nature.
•	Sin entered the hearts of men through Adam.
•	His disobedience caused all people after him to have a sin nature.
•	He did the opposite of what God said to do, which is disobedience.
•	Adam and Eve’s sin meant that sin entered the heart of every person.
•	We who are alive today have that same sin nature.

What caused sin to enter the hearts of men? (Adam and Eve’s disobedience caused sin to enter the hearts of every 
person.)

1.   James 4:17: When we know the right thing to do and we don’t do it, it is sin for us.

Play a game of Mother, 
May I? with the children. 
Remind the children that sin 
is disobeying, or not doing 
what God tells us to do.
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2.  John 12:48: When we sin, we reject God’s way and Him.

BIG IDEA: SIN IS REJECTION.2

What does it mean to reject something? (It means that we don’t accept 
it or we don’t want it.)

God’s way is the right way.
•	When God created Adam and Eve, He created a way of life 

for them.
•	He gave them guidelines, or instructions on how to live.
•	His way was and still is the right way.
•	His way is the best way.
•	Adam and Eve didn’t follow God’s way.
•	They rejected His way.
•	They did what they thought was best instead of following 

God’s way.

Disobedience is rejecting the created way.
•	When Adam and Eve disobeyed, their actions rejected 

God’s way.
•	He created the world to function and people to live a 

certain way.
•	When Adam and Eve disobeyed, they showed they were rejecting His way.
•	Sin is a rejection of God’s instruction, of His created design.

Sin is a rejection of God.
•	Adam and Eve had a perfect relationship with God before they disobeyed.
•	Nothing separated them from Him.
•	They could be with Him and not be ashamed.
•	When they sinned, they rejected this relationship.
•	Their sin broke the relationship and changed it.
•	Their disobedience showed they had rejected God as their Lord.

What are we rejecting when we sin? (We are rejecting a relationship with God and His created way.)

Give the children a piece 
of paper and pencil. Call 
out pairs of things, such as 
chocolate ice cream and 
vanilla ice cream. Ask the 
children to choose one of the 
two things and write their 
choice down on their paper. 
Once you’ve called out all the 
pairs, talk with the children 
about the things they chose 
and the things they rejected. 
Remind them that when we 
choose to not obey God, we 
are rejecting Him.
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3.   Romans 3:23: Every person is sinful. There is no one who has not sinned.

BIG IDEA: I HAVE DISOBEYED AND REJECTED GOD.

No one is without sin.3

•	Because Adam and Eve were the first people, all people 
after them come from them.

•	Eve is the mother of all people because she was the first 
mother.

•	Because Adam and Eve disobeyed, sin entered their hearts.
•	Because their hearts were sinful, every person after them 

is sinful.
•	No one is born without a sin nature, or a heart that desires 

to sin.

We all sin from a very young age.
•	No one has to be taught to lie or to disobey.
•	Even as young children, our hearts want to do our own 

thing.  
•	We all disobey our parents, even as young children.
•	We all disobey God.
•	There is no one who hasn’t sinned.

Our disobedience is a rejection of God.
•	When we disobey God’s way, we are rejecting Him.
•	God’s Word tells us how to live and how we can glorify Him.
•	When we choose our own way of doing things, we are rejecting God’s way.
•	We all have chosen our own way.

How have we disobeyed and rejected God? (We don’t obey God’s Word, We aren’t kind and loving. We lie. We disobey our 
parents.

Write Romans 3:23 on the 
board. Replace the word 
“all” with a blank. Have the 
children copy the verse onto 
a piece of paper and complete 
the blank with their name. 
Remind the children that 
every person has sinned. We 
have all fallen short of the 
glory of God.
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To Obey Or Not To Obey
Before class, write out several commands from Scripture, such as “Love one another”, “Count others 
as more significant than yourself”, or “Love your neighbor as yourself”. Talk with the children 
about each of the commands you chose to write down. Show them where the commands are 
found in Scripture. Lead them in a discussion about how we should pursue all of these, and how 
disobedience to these commands is sin.

Every Man Collage
Help the children create one large collage of people around the world using pictures from 
magazines, newspapers, or printed from the internet. Ask the children to choose a picture of a 
person to include in the collage. Place a large piece of paper or poster board on the wall and have 
the children use glue to attach their picture to the paper. Once the collage is finished, lead the 
children in a discussion about how every person is sinful.
