BIBLE STORY: GENESIS 1:1-31
In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. As we open our Bible, we see that everything is made 
by God and for God. God created every single thing. All the animals, plants, stars and even you! God saved his 
best creation for last, man. Man is special because he is made in God’s image. After six days of creation, God 
rested from his work. Use chapter 1 of Genesis to review and reaffirm that God created all things!

STORY: CREATION
God created everything. Everything we see, hear, feel, taste, and that exists was created by Him. Not only did 
He create everything, but He created everything perfectly, including humanity. He created mankind in His very 
image and likeness to reflect His worth. All of creation was made just like He wanted and designed it to be.

BIBLE VERSE: NEHEMIAH 9:6

BIBLE STORY: GENESIS 1

Opening Illustration:
Bring in a large piece of blank paper and tape it to a wall or to the board. Give the children several markers. 
Tell the children that you are going to create a story with pictures about a boy and girl going to school one day. 
Help the children come up with the story and draw pictures to tell the story on the large piece of paper. (Older 
children can write parts of the story.) Once they have finished, talk with them about how their story is created 
by God and controlled by Him.

•	Who created the story about our girl and boy? (We created the story.)
•	Who controlled what happened to the boy and girl? (We controlled it.)
•	God creates our stories. He gives us life and is involved in our lives.
•	God also controls our stories. He is in charge of all things and He watches over our lives and cares for us.

Play “I Spy.” As you play, ask the children who created the things that they see. Remind them that 
God is the creator of all things.

Before class, print out or write the names of different things that God created, such as lions, 
vegetables, trees, rivers, oxygen, etc. Play a game of Charades with the children. Once everyone has 
a chance to play, talk with them about how God created all things.

Before class, gather together several small objects, such as pens, pencils, crayons, small flashlights, 
socks, etc. Show the objects to the children and ask them to tell you what the purpose of each 
object is. Once they identify the purpose of each object, talk with the children about how God 
created all things with purpose.
